SUBJECT:
New Initiative – Under 11 Little League Tee-ball 

Championships

As you are aware, Little League Baseball has been going through a strong period of growth over the last two seasons. The growth of our entry level grade is key to the future success of the sport at all levels and the work being done by junior club personnel to grow as fast as practically possible has been excellent.

One of our key success factors has been the strong relationship that has been created between key Baseball WA personnel and the Tee-ball Association of WA (TBAWA) Executive.

It is therefore with great excitement that I can announce that commencing with the 2011 Little League State Championship tournament will also be held an Under 11 tournament for Tee-ball. This is both an important and exciting joint initiative of BWA via LLWA and TBAWA.

The key points of information at this time are as follows:

TOURNAMENT NAME – Little League Tee-ball Championships

AGE GROUP – Under 11 as defined by TBAWA state championship regulations.

ORGANISERS – A three person sub-committee to be created from one representative from LLWA and two from TBAWA.

REGULATIONS & TOURNAMENT STRUCTURE – To be created by the organising committee.
TIMING – the tournament will run in conjunction with the LL State Champs – therefore the Easter weekend at the same venue as the LL State Champs.

COST – initial discussions have centred around $50 per player which includes a team cap and playing shirt to keep.

TEAMS – teams will be formed in the same Charter system as Little League. TBAWA clubs which do not currently run baseball teams will be allocated to Charters based on location.

FORMATION AND RUNNING OF TEAMS – TBAWA clubs will be offered the opportunity to have delegates on the existing Charter committees. Each Charter shall then determine for themselves the way in which players and coaches are selected and any other operational issue associated with the running of the team. This is consistent with the existing protocols associated with Little League State Championship teams.

As with any new initiative there will be teething issues and we hope a co-operative and inclusive attitude will be shown by all.

It must be stated that this new program is optional however we hope all Little League clubs will see this as a way of developing strong relationships with their local tee-ball clubs.

Importantly the program has not only the blessing but also the direct involvement of the TBAWA Executive.
